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This is the letter RESH: (Jh �r) r  
It is Rounded , and looks like the back of a “ROSH” (Jt«r)
It sounds like R.  In Israel, the pronunciation is more like a “French” R, sounding from the back of the throat.
RESH represents the number 200.
