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1 represents the first root letter of a verb (k�gIP �v wp)
2 represents the second/middle root letterof a verb (k�gIP �v wg)
3 represents the third/last root letter of a verb (k�gIP �v wk)
< below represents moving sh’va
v below represents resting sh’va
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
